




V irginia Notice: Statements in the application shall be deemed the insured’s representations.  A statement made in the application or in any
a�davit made before or after a loss under the policy will not be deemed material or invalidate coverage unless it is clearly proven that such
statement was material to the risk when assumed and was untrue.
Minnesota Notice: The clause “and/or authorization or agreement to bind the insurance” is replaced with “Authorization or agreement to bind
the insurance may be withdrawn or modi�ed based on changes to the information contained in this application prior to the e�ective date of the
insurance applied for that may render inaccurate, untrue or incomplete any statement made with a minimum of 10 days notice given  to the
insured prior to the e�ective date of cancellation when the contract has been in e�ect for less than 90 days or is being canceled for 
nonpayment of premium.
C olorado F raud S tatement: It is unlawful to knowingly provide false, incomplete, or misleading facts or information to an insurance company for
the purpose of defrauding or attempting to defraud the company. Penalties may include imprisonment, �nes, denial o� nsurance, and civil
damages. Any insurance company or agent of an insurance company who knowingly provides false, incomplete, or misleading facts or  
information to a policyholder or claimant for the purpose of defrauding or attempting to defraud the policyholder or claimant with regard to a 
settlement or award payable from insurance proceeds shall be reported to the Colorado division o� nsurance within the department of
regulatory agencies.
District of C olumbia F raud S tatement:  WAR NING : It is a crime to provide false or misleading information to an insurer for the purpose of
defrauding the insurer or any other person. Penalties include imprisonment and/or �nes. In addition, an insurer may deny insurance bene�ts if
false information materially related to a claim was provided by the applicant.
F lorida F raud S tatement: Any person who knowingly and with intent to injure, defraud, or deceive any insurer �les a statement of claim or an
application containing any false, incomplete, or misleading information is guilty of a felony of the third degree.
K entucky F raud S tatement: Any person who knowingly and with intent to defraud any insurance company or other person �les an application
for insurance containing any materially false information or conceals, for the purpose of misleading, information concerning any fact material
thereto commits a fraudulent insurance act, which is a crime.
Maine and Washington F raud S tatement: It is a crime to knowingly provide false, incomplete or misleading information to an insurance
company for the purpose of defrauding the company. Penalties may include imprisonment, �nes or a denial o� nsurance bene�ts.
New J ersey F raud S tatement: Any person who includes any false or misleading information on an application for an insurance policy is 
subject to criminal and civil penalties.
New Y ork F raud S tatement: Any person who knowingly and with intent to defraud any insurance company or other person �les an application
for insurance or statement of claim containing any materially false information, or conceals for the purpose of misleading, information 
concerning any fact material thereto, commits a fraudulent insurance act, which is a crime and shall also be subject to a civil penalty not to
exceed �ve thousand dollars and the stated value of the claim for each such violation.
Ohio F raud S tatement: Any person who, with intent to defraud or knowing that he is facilitating a fraud against an insurer, submits an 
application or �les a claim containing a false or deceptive statement is guilty o� nsurance fraud.
Oklahoma F raud S tatement:  WAR NING : Any person who knowingly, and with intent to injure, defraud or deceive any insurer, makes any claim
for the proceeds of an insurance policy containing any false, incomplete or misleading information is guilty of a felony.
P ennsylvania F raud S tatement: Any person who knowingly and with intent to defraud any insurance company or other person �les an 
application for insurance or statement of claim containing any materially false information or conceals for the purpose of misleading,
information concerning any fact material thereto commits a fraudulent insurance act, which is a crime and subjects such person to criminal and
civil penalties.
T ennessee and V irginia F raud S tatement: It is a crime to knowingly provide false, incomplete or misleading information to an insurance 
company for the purpose of defrauding the company. Penalties include imprisonment, �nes and denial o� nsurance bene�ts.
F raud S tatement (All Other S tates): Any person who knowingly presents a false or fraudulent claim for
payment of a loss or bene�t or knowingly presents false information in an application for insurance is guilty
of a crime and may be subject to �nes and con�nement in prison.
